SUBJECT: Proposition 1B Transit Capital Funding   
 
MEETING DATE: March 20, 2008 AGENDA ITEM:  6B 
 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
Approve projects for the second cycle of Fiscal Year 2007/08 Proposition 1B Transit Capital 
Population Program for submittal to Caltrans

SUMMARY: 
 
The Santa Barbara County region will receive approximately $4.3 million in transit capital 
funding for Fiscal Year 2007/08 from the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement, 
and Service Enhancement Account (PTMISEA) included in Proposition 1B.  Of this, $3.4 million 
is available for projects selected by SBCAG and $920,000 for projects selected by transit 
operators.  This is a new source of funding that can be expended on the purchase of buses, 
vans and development and construction of transit centers. 
 
Caltrans provided agencies with two opportunities to submit applications for the FY 2007/08 
funds.  The first funding cycle was conducted in November 2007 and SBCAG submitted projects 
nominated by four transit agencies (see agenda item 6A).  All four projects received their 
requested funding amounts. 
 
Applications for the second funding cycle are due to Caltrans by April 4, 2008.  Staff is 
recommending that the board approve $2.1 million in Prop 1B funding for two transit capital 
projects nominated by local transit operators. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
The Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality, and Port Security Bond Act of 2006, 
approved by the voters as Proposition 1B on November 7, 2006, includes a program funded 
with $3.6 billion in general obligation bond funding for allocation for eligible transit capital 
projects. 
 
The State Controller has provided each Regional Transportation Planning Agency, like SBCAG,  
with an amount of funding for FY 07/08 that will be available in their county for projects.  The 
allocations, as required by Prop 1B, are based on the farebox revenue and population formulas 
used to distribute State Transit Assistance (STA) funds.  Sponsors of projects funded through 
the farebox revenue formula, which will provide $920,000 for Santa Barbara County projects in 
the current fiscal year, need to submit applications directly to Caltrans and funds will be 
received from the State Controller’s Office (SCO).  The only agency that is a sponsor for the 



 

 

$3.6 million in population formula funds, SBCAG, is required to adopt a project list for the region 
and submit it to Caltrans. 
 
For FY 2007/08, Prop 1B transit funds will be allocated during two funding cycles.  The first 
funding cycle was conducted in November 2007 and all projects requesting funding, as shown 
in agenda item 6A, received their requested amounts.  Applications for the second funding cycle 
have a due date of April 4, 2008. 
 

Funding Cycle 2 
• SBCAG Local Submission Date March 7, 2008 
• Second Project application submittal deadline April 4, 2008 
• Department releases adopted list to SCO May 31, 2008 
• State Controller’s Office allocates funds June 15, 2008 

 
Eligible project sponsors like SBCAG (for population formula funds) and transit agencies (for 
farebox formula funds) who receive an allocation in FY 2007-08, but choose not to submit a 
project(s) for funding may request their funding share within the next two fiscal years.  
Allocations for FY 07/08 are available until FY 09/10. 
 
Distribution of Population Funds 
 
As previously mentioned, SBCAG will receive approximately $3.4 million dollars from the 
population formula and approximately $920,000 is available to transit agencies through the 
farebox revenue formula for FY 2007/08.  Agencies submit projects directly to Caltrans for 
farebox revenue funding and receive their allocation directly from the State Controller’s Office.  
This is currently the same reimbursement process as used for the STA program.   
 
SBCAG, however, is the designated sponsor for projects that receive funding from the 
population-based Prop 1B program.  The SBCAG board approved the use of the STA program 
formula to apportion funds to the four transit service areas in the county based on population.  
The transit service areas are the South Coast, Lompoc Valley, Santa Maria Valley and Santa 
Ynez and Cuyama Valleys.  Funds are then apportioned to each eligible claimant within each 
transit service area.  Claimants may nominate projects for Prop 1B funding up to their 
apportioned amount.  The SBCAG adopted apportionments for the four transit service areas in 
Santa Barbara County for FY 2007/08 are provided in Attachment A. 
 
What projects are eligible for funding? 
 
According to the guidelines, applications will be accepted for capital projects or a minimum 
operable segment of a project including: 
 

1. Rehabilitation, safety or modernization improvements; 
2. Capital service enhancements or expansions; 
3. New capital projects; 
4. Bus rapid transit improvements; or 
5. Rolling stock procurement, rehabilitation or replacement 

 
Projects must be consistent with the sponsor’s most recently adopted short-range transit plan, 
or other publicly adopted plan that programs or prioritizes funds for transit capital improvements. 
 



 

 

Population Funded Applications  
 
For the second funding cycle, similar to the first cycle, SBCAG must be the sponsor for the 
population funds and select projects submitted by two agencies.  Each agency’s application is 
attached.  The agencies, projects and project amounts are included in the table below.

The projects submitted by the local transit agencies are consistent with the respective agency’s 
most recently adopted short-range transit plan that programs or prioritizes funds for transit 
capital improvements. 
 
SBCAG will be submitting a request to Caltrans to have the FY 07/08 funding for Buellton, 
Solvang and County of Santa Barbara reserved for future funding cycles.

Center parking lot. City of Lompoc Transit (COLT) currently operates 5 fixed-route transit services. The City is also served by the 
Breeze Bus, Clean Air Express, Chumash Casino Bus, and Amtrak Thruway.
