RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt FTIP amendment #11 to incorporate new funding from the federal Safe Routes to
School program for the Jake Boysel Multi-purpose Class | Pathway and Highway Safety
Improvement Program funding for projects in Lompoc and Buellton.

SUMMARY:

Agencies in the SBCAG region have received good news about federally funded
statewide competitive programs. The city of Santa Barbara has been awarded over
$900,000 for a Safe Routes to School project. The multipurpose path will connect Old
Mill Road and La Colina Road, running between the St. Vincent housing project and
Cieneguitas Creek near the Calle Real and Highway 154 Intersection.

The cities of Lompoc and Buellton were awarded funding from the Highway Safety
Improvement Program to make local street pedestrian and intersection improvements,
respectively.

In order for the agencies to access the awarded funding, the projects must be amended
into the Federal Transportation Improvement Program. This document includes all
federally funded and regionally significant projects in Santa Barbara County. Staff is
recommending that amendment #11 to this document be approved to incorporate these
projects.

DISCUSSION:

As the federally designated Metropolitan Planning Organization for Santa Barbara
County, SBCAG is responsible for preparing and adopting the Federal Transportation
Improvement Program. The FTIP identifies all federally funded highway, transit and
other surface transportation projects in the county, along with their federal funding
sources, that are scheduled for implementation in the next six years. The FTIP serves
as the sole reference document that the federal government, Caltrans and the public can
review to understand where, when and how federal transportation funds are being spent
in Santa Barbara County, including those that SBCAG does and does not have
programming discretion over. The FTIP requires periodic amending following its
biennial adoption to reflect changes such as project additions, deletions, scope revisions
and securing of additional federal funds by SBCAG and other agencies. The federal




government requires that significant changes to the cost, scope or schedule of a project
be approved through a formal amendment to the FTIP voted on by the SBCAG Board.

This staff report includes formal amendments for the projects or programs described
below.

Local Agency Lump Sum — Highway Safety Improvement Program

With the passage of the federal SAFETEA-LU legislation in 2005 (the Safe, Accountable,
Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users) a new, core federal
safety program was created called the Highway Safety Improvement Program. This
replaces the Hazard Elimination Safety (HES) Program. The purpose of this program is
to reduce the frequency and severity of collisions on roadways by correcting or
improving hazardous roadway locations or features.

On June 21, 2007, Caltrans released the list of projects to be funded from the first cycle
of the program. Two projects sponsored by the cities of Buellton and Lompoc are on the
list and must be amended into the FTIP in order for these cities to be reimbursed for
improvements made to those facilities.

* Buellton — McMurray Road intersection with SR 246. Traffic signal upgrade; left
turn phasing, restriping and widening. $376,200 in federal funds, $41,800 local
match.

* Lompoc — 300 block of South U Street at the San Miguelito Channel. Construct
pedestrian foot bridge with ADA accessible approach ramps and sidewalk.
$247,500 federal funding, $27,500 local match.

Local Agency Lump Sum - Safe Routes to School Program

Authorized by Section 1404 of SAFETEA-LU, the Safe Routes to School (SRTS)
Program came into effect in August 2005. This new federal funding program is intended
to improve conditions for children in kindergarten through eighth grade, to safely walk
and bicycle to school. Physical improvements must be located within a two-mile radius of
a school. SRTS projects are 100% federally funded, no local match is required.

On June 7, 2007, Caltrans released the list of selected projects to be funded from the
first cycle of the SRTS Program. One project sponsored by the city of Santa Barbara
received $901,700 in funding and must be amended into the FTIP in order for the
County to be reimbursed for the work associated with the project.

e Santa Barbara — Jake Boysel Multipurpose Pathway. Funds would be used to
plan, design and construct an off-street multipurpose pathway separated from the
roadway for exclusive use by bicyclists and pedestrians. The multipurpose path
will connect Old Mill Road and La Colina Road, running between the St. Vincent
housing project and Cieneguitas Creek. The pathway is near La Colina Jr. High,
Vieja Valley Elementary and Hope Elementary Schools and is named in the
memory of 12-year old Jake Boysel who was hit and killed by a motorist last year
while biking to school on Calle Real.
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RECOMMENDATION:

Adopt a resolution approving amendment #11 to the 2007 Federal Transportation
Improvement Program which adds new funding for the Highway Safety Improvement
Program and Safe Routes to School Program.
