Breeze Bus

e Same as short —term with improved Saturday headways - from 120
minutes to 60 minutes for a 12-hour span of service.

New Reverse Commute Service long term plan

« Add two bi-directional peak trips to Santa Maria and Lompoc

 Add one midday round trip (Santa Maria route)

* Add three hours of Saturday service for better weekend connections.
